BOARD OF EDUCATION MEETING

MONDAY, AUGUST 30,  2010 – 5:15 P.M.

ARLINGTON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

President Kathleen Lucey called the meeting to order at 5:15 p.m. at the Arlington Elementary School.  This meeting was noticed in the August 25, 2010 issue of the Poynette Press and amended and posted in various areas of the community.  Roll Call: Present –  Bender,  Burke,  Hoffmann,  Lucey, McIlrath, Schernecker,  Wilkinson.  Administration:  Wolfe, Mair, Sutton.  Media, Staff, and district residents were also present.

 Motion by McIlrath/Bender to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Bender/Burke to approve the August 9, 2010 minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

IN-SERVICE REPORTS:

Brian Sutton: A change in conference rules will allow the district to not join WIAA at the Middle School level.

Nancy Mair: Thirty-three employees took part in a health risk assessment.

Superintendent Barb Wolfe: On behalf of Mr. Chittick reported that of 16 students requesting open enrollment -out from Poynette, 12 will be returning this school year.  The e-school will have 3 full-time participants and 2 students who will be part-time traditional in Poynette and part-time e-school here.

COMMUNITY FORUM: Four individuals spoke on the issue of the Poynette Booster Club having a beer tent at their event after the homecoming football game.

DISCUSSION OF FEDERAL EDUCATION JOBS ACT FUNDING: Through the Education Jobs Act the district is eligible for up to $303,014. for education related jobs. Administration has begun assessing where funds might be spent.  The highest priority is 3rd grade which had a large enrollment increase followed by 4th grade which may also exceed the school policy for students per section as both had been reduced to three sections.  Adding another section at this time would require also hiring art, music, and phy ed staff as those departments are fully staffed already.  Administration will pursue providing additional staff to those grades as well as assistance in the IMC where a replacement person had not yet been hired.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON BREAKFAST PROGRAM: The district received a grant in the amount of $9,370 for a high school breakfast program.  Schernecker/McIlrath motion to approve the implementation of a pilot nutrition break in the high school for 2010-11 with the grant money received. Motion carried unanimously.

DISCUSSION OF ANNUAL BOARD CYCLE:  An updated board calendar was presented which notes when various reports and issues that occur at least annually will be addressed.
