BOARD OF EDUCATION MEETING

MONDAY, OCTOBER 25,  2010 – 7:00 P.M.

POYNETTE HIGH SCHOOL IMC

At 5:45 Board Members: Bender, Burke, Hoffmann, McIlrath, Schernecker, and Wilkinson; and District Staff: Wolfe, Sutton, Mair, and Egger toured Arlington Early learning Center to observe building maintenance status and needs.
Vice President Jerry Burke called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Poynette High School IMC.  This meeting notice was noticed in the October 20 Poynette Press and posted in various areas of the community.  Roll Call: Present –  Bender, Burke, Hoffmann, McIlrath, Schernecker, Wilkinson.  Absent: Lucey. Administration: Wolfe, Mair, Chittick, McCallum, Sutton.  Students: Saley, Kreyer.  Media, Staff, and district residents were also present.

Motion by Schernecker/McIlrath to approve the agenda.  Motion carried with all present voting yes. 

Motion by Schernecker/Hoffmann to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2010 and October 4, 2010 minutes as printed.

Motion by Wilkinson/McIlrath to approve the treasurer's report. Motion carried with all present voting yes.

IN-SERVICE REPORTS:

Ben Kreyer/Alicia Saley: Reported on Breast Cancer Awareness Project, $500+ donation, NHS fundraiser, football conference championship, and two students going to state in cross country.

Craig McCallum: Tori Ruf and Trevor Moen qualified for the state cross country meet.  WIAA confirmed that football practice may begin August 2 starting in 2011 with two games prior to the start of school. Kevin Amundson will be advisor for the high school Capitol Conference Academic Bowl. November 5 is the Musical Showcase featuring Mr. Ferkovich and Ms. Graeve's music students and Ms. Cross' cooking students.  Poynette FFA Alum John Jones finished 2nd in National Competition for the sheep proficiency award earning multiple scholarships and a trip to Costa Rico.

Alan Chittick: Special education department is currently conducting mandatory self-audit.

Brian Sutton: WKCE-CRT testing will be conducted for next two weeks.

Superintendent Barb Wolfe: Attended CESA 5 Math Leadership meetings with MC Reisdorf, Jane Feuerstein, Cheryl Hebel, Mackenzie Hendrickson, and Nathan Leu. Meeting again with DOT regarding Highway 51 corridor plans.  Researching possible phone upgrade options.

Randy Hoffmann: Board member tour of classrooms was beneficial.  

Greg Schernecker: CESA 5 data indicates Poynette has second lowest health insurance costs in the region.

DISCUSSION BUS REPORT: Paul Heberlein from Riteway indicated that our routes used all new buses this year.  Early years issues caused by changes in schools seem to have been resolved.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON FINALIZE BUDGET FOR 2010-11: Calculations were reviewed including new enrollment figures, personnel changes, and expenditure adjustments.  Motion by Schernecker/Wilkinson to approve the finalized budget for 2010-11 as presented.  Motion carried on a roll call vote with all present voting yes.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON TAX LEVY: Motion by Schernecker/Bender to approve the tax levy of $6,035,376.00.  Motion carried on a roll call vote with all present voting yes.

DISCUSSION ON ENROLLMENT REPORT: On the third Friday of September there were 1139 students present including 54 students open enrolled from other districts.  After adjusting for open enrollment, Early Childhood, and 4-Year-Old Pre-school, the third Friday count was 1123 FTE plus 13 FTE from 2010 summer school.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON FEDERAL EDUCATION JOB ACT: Positions approved earlier were discussed.  4th grade teachers were currently accepting of their situations; two of three use supplemental aides. Motion by Bender/Hoffmann to increase the contract for Mary Kennedy (EE) to 80%.  Motion carried on a roll call vote with all present voting yes.

DISCUSSION ON CURRICULUM STATUS: Each teacher is in process of preparing on-line their Build Your Own Curriculum for each of their classes.  Curriculum workshops will be in December with completion set for late January.  

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON DONATIONS: Motion by Bender/Wilkinson to approve the donation of $1,199.94 from the Poynette Parent/Teacher Association with appreciation for the donation of dehumidifiers.  Motion carried with all present voting yes.

DISCUSSION ON POLICY/ALCOHOL/SCHOOL SPONSORED GROUPS: The first reading of several revisions and policies were presented.

UPDATE ON BREAKFAST PROGRAM: Goal is to have 25% percent of high school students participate in this nutritional program.  Currently 55 students participated.

UPDATE ON E-SCHOOL: Mr. Chittick reported that six students are currently participating in the program – two from middle school and four from high school.
